Hook - Getting to know one another
· How is everyone doing this week? Add other questions to get to know one another, especially ones related to the topic in the sermon.
· Families bring out so many strong emotions for all of us! Describe a time your family caused you to feel:
· A deep sense of belonging
· Embarrassment or worry
· Has there been a time when you felt pressure to meet the expectations of your family? If so, describe it. 


Book - Scripture
· Read the scripture passages and discuss to understand what the text is saying:
· On Sunday, Geoff discussed the role of families in the culture of ancient Israel. What role did families and family relationships play in that society?
· Read Mark 3: 20-21 and 31-35. (Consider also reading Mark 10: 29-31)
· What has happened prior to this (in Mark chapters 2 & 3) that would prompt his family to worry for him?
· What does Jesus’ response in verses 33-35 show about:
· His relationship with his mother and brothers?
· His relationship with his disciples and the crowd?
· His relationship with the Father?


Look - Connections to our world today
· This section focuses on implications about what this text means about what’s wrong in the world, about trusting God, about who God is, etc.
· Geoff returned us to the question, “Is there anything more important than family?” 
· Based on what we see here in Mark, how would Jesus respond to that question? How is his response good news?
· How did Jesus’ views of family challenge the people of his day?
· How do Jesus’ view of family challenge us today?
· When have you experienced something like the version of God’s family that Jesus refers to in verse 35? 


Took - Personal Application
· This application focuses on how God is calling us to respond.  This could be personally, as a family, small group, or church.  It could be something to believe, to meditate on, to say or do this week.
· What does this vision of family mean for us as believers who walk through life, following Jesus together?
· For us in our families?
· For us in our small group?
· For us as a church?
· Where do you yearn for Jesus’ vision of family to become more fully realized in your life? Take some time to bring that yearning to Jesus in prayer.
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
